                                              MODERN INDIA ( 1700-1947)
[Hist. 475Y- Writing Intensive course, International Cultures]
COURSE OBJECTIVES & GOALS: This course studies India/ South Asia’s transition to social, economic and political “modernity” through its experience of British colonial rule on the one hand and its struggle for independent nationhood on the other. The objective is to help students develop an understanding and appreciation of the dynamics of cultural, social-economic and political change in a historical context. This helps us to understand the nature of modern South Asia and of the sovereign, independent nations within that region. 
Course Requirements:

  *regular class attendance 
  *Participation in class room discussions – particularly the in-class workshops. Each student must come to class with two questions on the readings
